MSC IPP FAQS

1.   What are some general eligibility requirements?

· Be a citizen of the United States. 

· Age:  Applicants must be commissioned before their 42nd birthday. Retirement age is 62 allowing the member to serve 20 years of commissioned service.        
· For ALL PROGRAMS, applicants must be serving on active duty in the U.S. Navy or U. S. Marine Corps, Marine Corps Reserve serving on active duty including Full Time Support of the Reserve (FTS), serving in any rating or Military Occupational Specialty (MOS), in pay grades E-5 through E-9 at the time of the application.

·  Have no record of courts-martial convictions or civilian felony convictions. 

· Have no conviction by civil court for misdemeanors (except minor traffic violations) during the 3 years preceding application. 

· Have no record of driving while intoxicated (DWI) or driving under the influence of an intoxicant (DUI) within 3 years prior 01 OCT of application year.   Prior service drug use is not an immediate disqualifier, however, any substantiated drug use (a felony conviction or any record of in-service drug abuse, regardless of the date) or alcohol abuse will result in disqualification. 

· No failures of the Personal Fitness Assessment (PFA) Test taken within the last 3 consecutive cycles of application deadline. (A failing PFA is disqualifying). 

· Have submitted all documentation required by OPNAVINST as part of application. 

· Meets additional requirements as described within each of the specialties. 

· All applicants must include their SMART transcript. 

· High school transcripts are NOT required. 
2. Can general eligibility requirements be waived?


No waivers will be granted.

4. Is the GRE or GMAT required for everyone?
The GRE or GMAT is required for ALL HCA applicants; all master’s degree applicants for IHO, EHO, RHO, and ENTOMOLOGY will provide GRE scores.  You must provide a certified copy of GRE or GMAT scores taken within 5 years of application.

Who takes the SAT or ACT?

ONLY the SAT will be accepted for FY09 PA applicants attending Tri-Service School at Ft Sam Houston, TX.

The SAT or ACT is required for all bachelor’s degree applicants for EHO, IHO, and RHO. 

      PCAT scores are required for pharmacy applicants.   

5. What is the minimum score for the GRE and or GMAT? 
     GRE – 900

     GMAT – 500

6. Should I submit my application if I don’t make the minimum test scores? 
Yes, request a waiver for your scores.

7. What are the minimum acceptable score for the SAT and or ACT?
     SAT – 1000 (m-460) 

    ACT – 42 (e-21/m-21)
8.  Which tests scores should PA applicants submit?

   ONLY SAT scores will be accepted for PA applicants starting in FY2009.

12.   What are some of the attributes the MSC IPP SELECTION BOARDS LOOK FOR?   Each selection board has its own personality, but some of the common indicators are: 

· Demonstrated Performance

· Aptitude to be a MSC officer. 

· Diversity of assignments (operational, OCONUS, hospitals) 

· Demonstrated positions of leadership. 

· Strong command endorsement and interview appraisal sheets. 

· Excellent grade point average. 

· Competitive standardized test scores 

· Top ranking status in evaluations 

· A "can do" personality 

· No court violations or NJP infractions. 

· Personal awards. 
13.  May I use tuition assistance if I am selected into the DUINS program?
No.  The benefits for DUINS selects include tuitions, mandatory fees, book allowance, full pay, and allowance for their enlisted pay grades and eligibility for advancement while attending school. 

14.   What should I do if I am selected for IPP? 

Selectees will be announced in a NAVADMIN.  Instruction for Selects are written in the NAVADMIN: contact Program Manager at NAVMED MPT&E Command; telephone numbers are (301) 319-4520 (DSN 285-4520) or (301)295-0925 (DSN) 295-0925. 

15.  How many quotas are allowed for the MSC IPP BOARD? 

Quotas are NOT announced in advance of the board. The Quota Letter will be posted on this website after the Board adjourns. 

16.  May I apply to HCA with a MPH or MBA?   
Yes, if you have a MBA, your program must have an emphasis in Healthcare Administration, and for Public Health you must have an emphasis in Healthcare Administration. 

17.  What is the deadline for PA applicants to submit their transcripts?


The transcript deadline is 15 June 08.  IMPORTANT: Submit via e-mail a list of schools that will be sending transcripts to MPT&E, so that we know when your academic package is complete.  If you submitted a complete package for FY-08, we have retained your transcripts but you MUST notify MPT&E via e-mail that you intend to apply again in FY 09 along with the list of additional transcripts that will be sent to MPT&E.  You must also requests that your official SMART transcript be sent to MPT&E.
18.  How many hours and what courses do I need to apply to the PA Program?
30 hours core courses (6 hrs Gen Chemistry (I, II), 6 hrs English Composition (I, II) 6 hrs Humanities (Sociology, Speech), 6 hrs Anatomy & Physiology (I, II), 3 hrs Psychology, 3 hrs College Algebra) plus 30 hours general (science and general studies – NON –IDC 18 hours must be advance biological/chemical sciences (examples - Organic Chemistry, Biochemistry, Physics, Microbiology, Physiology, Bacteriology, Genetics, Biology and Algebra II) and 12 in general studies). = 60 hours total credits.

19.  I graduated IDC, how many credits do I receive for completing IDC School? 
Completion of IDC School will satisfy 36 semester hours (30 general and 6 A&P). The remaining 24 hours (6 hrs Gen Chemistry, 6 hrs English Composition, 6 hrs Humanities, 3 hrs Psychology, and 3 hrs College Algebra) must be obtained from other sources. 
20.  What type of folder should I use/do you have an example?


The Sample Folder:  The folder can be any color.  Only the physical exam is located 


on the left side of the folder attached with a paper clip, everything else is placed 



neatly in order on the right side adhered with the two hole clip, (yes punch holes in your 


paperwork)
